2.	Position each jack stand under the load so the weight will be 
exerted on the center of the saddle.

3.	Raise the extension tube up to the load. Insert the support pin 
into the hole closest to the base and completely through both 
walls of the extension tube.

of the support pin before lowering a load.

4.	Slowly and carefully lower the load onto the jack stands.
5.	 If the load is a vehicle, block wheels to prevent movement.
